The Office of the United States Trade Representative (USTR), a component of the Executive
Office of the President (EOP), is a cabinet-level agency responsible for developing and
coordinating U.S. international trade, commodity, and direct investment policy, and overseeing
trade negotiations with other countries in bilateral, plurilateral, and multilateral discussions and
institutions.

USTR’s 250+ employees are located at its headquarters in Washington DC, in Geneva
Switzerland, and in U.S. diplomatic missions to the European Union, the United Mexican States,
and the People’s Republic of China.

In a manner consistent with the Hatch Act, USTR will promote the goals of Executive Order
14019 of March 7, 2021, titled Promoting Access to Voting. More specifically, USTR will take
the following actions to comply with Section 3. Expanding Access to Voter Registration and
Election Information, and Section 6. Increasing Opportunities for Employees to Vote of EO
14019:

1) Include links to  on USTR’s public website and other official communicationsVote.gov
like press releases.

2) Amplify civic participation, voting, and election information on USTR’s social media
accounts.

3) Ensure that USTR domestic public engagement, as appropriate, reinforces the principles
of civic participation and voter registration.

4) Provide advice to employee’s on permitted political activities.
5) Designate a USTR official to share information about voting access to overseas

employees.

As part of its public website re-design, USTR will add vote.gov to the site and appropriate public
engagement products. USTR will also make this information available on its internal, staff pages.
